K/V- 26. -that He might sanctify and cleanse her with the washing of water by the word,

K/V- 23. No longer drink only water, but use a little wine for your stomach's sake and your 

frequent infirmities. 

Heb-10:   

20-25 

K/V- 22. -let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled 

from an evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure water. 

James-3: 

8-18 

K/V- 11. Does a spring send forth fresh water and bitter from the same opening? 

2-Pet-2: 

11-22 

K/V- 17. These are wells without water, clouds carried by a tempest, for whom is reserved the 

blackness of darkness forever. 

2-Pet-3:

K/V-5. For this they willfully forget: that by the word of God the heavens were of old, and the
